A Story of a Writing Instrument

The lead pencil is one of the most used pieces of merchandise in the world. It is the simplest, most convenient and least expensive of all writing instruments. Probably there is no more useful article in the world. As one wise person remarked: “Whether it’s a pin or a battleship, it is first rendered with a pencil.” One can say that there is a pencil for every purpose. In fact, American industry alone now supplies many hundred thousands of pencils of four hundred different types and styles in more than seventy different colours and in eighteen degrees of hardness.
Some write clearly on slippery surfaces, such as glass and plastic. Surgeons use a special pencil for outlining the operation area on the patient’s skin, and meat-packing plants use another type to write identification on sides of beef. There is even a special electric pencil used for tests checked by electronic machines.
There are many novelty pencils. Some have calendars or the multiplication tables on them. Some are in the shape of umbrellas, canes, baseball bats and traffic signals. One may be twelve feet long, while others are only half an inch. One recent novelty is a pencil with paper in it. A small roll of paper fits in the centre of the pencil and is drawn out through a slit in the side. It’s just the thing for those who are always looking for a scrap of paper.
A popular idea is that a check, will, or other legal paper written in pencil is not legal. This is not true. Any legal document which does not specify otherwise can be legally signed in pencil.
The American fifteen-odd pencil manufacturers produce about a billion-and-a half wooden pencils a year. This amounts to about nine apiece for each man, woman and child in the country. At manufacturer’s wholesale prices this business amounts to thirty five million dollars – not including mechanical pencils. About nine wooden lead pencils are sold in the United States for every one of all other varieties of writing tools.
The modern 7-inch long pencil can draw a line thirty-five miles in length; it can write an average of forty-five thousand words, and it can take an average of seventeen sharpenings. For some strange reason, about seventy-five percent of all pencils sold for general use are finished in yellow. A carpenter’s pencil to mark wooden things is usually finished in bright red. The colour makes the pencil easy to find in wood shavings.
Judging by the ever-increasing demand for them, it appears that the lead pencil is here to stay. At least as long as business and industry, educational institutions and the U.S. Government continue.

TEXT B:
Remote Control
It was in June of 1956, that the practical television remote controller first entered the American home. Remote control technology was developed for military use (the Germans used remote control motorboats during W.W.I.) and in the late 1940’s the first non-military usage for remote controls appeared (i.e. automatic garage door openers).

Zenith Radio Corporation created the very first television remote control in 1950, called “Lazy Bone.” Lazy Bone could turn a television on and off and change channels, however, it was not a wireless remote control. The Lazy Bone remote control was attached to the television by a bulky cable, which consumers did not like.

Zenith engineer, Eugene Polley created the “Flash-matic,” the first wireless TV remote invented in 1955. The Flash-matic operated by means of four photocells, one in each corner of the TV screen. The viewer used a directional flashlight to activate the four control functions, which turned the picture and sound on and off and turned the channel tuner dial clockwise and counter-clockwise. However, the Flash-matic had problems working well on sunny days, when the sunlight could change channels randomly.
The improved “Zenith Space Command,” remote control went into commercial production in 1956. Zenith engineer, Dr. Robert Adler who based his invention on ultrasonics, designed the Space Command. Ultrasonic remote controls remained the dominant design for the next twenty-five years, and as the name suggests they worked using ultrasound waves.
The first Space Command units were expensive due to the necessary use of six vacuum tubes in the receiver units that raised the price of a television by thirty percent. In the early 1960s, after the invention of the transistor, remote controls came down in price and size, as did all electronics. Zenith modified the Space Command remote control creating small hand-held and battery-operated remote controls. Over nine million ultrasonic remote controls were sold.
Infrared devices replaced ultrasonic remote controls in the early 1980s.
